We are offering an additional HCA program starting in January 2012.  The program will be offered in a combination of on-line and face-to-face delivery.  

The following are some of the specific plans we are able to share at this time for this offering:  

1. This HCA program for the winter semester will commence on Tuesday, January 3rd, 2012 with an all day orientation day starting at 9:00 am on Selkirk College’s Trail Campus.  
2. We have set aside January 4th and 5th,  as a training day to learn about our online learning platform called Moodle.  This training will also take place on the Trail campus starting at 9 am. You will only need to come to one of these days as we are breaking the group in half.  
3. If you have your first Aid, you will not need to come in on Friday, if you do not have your First Aid, it will be offered on Friday January 6th.
4. January  9th through 13th you will complete the face-to-face course HCA 103: Interpersonal Communications at the Trail Campus.  This course will be offered from 9 am to 4 pm throughout the week and attendance is again required. From January 16 through to approximately April 27 you will complete the theory and lab portion of the program.  While most of the course work will be done online from your home or home campus, you will be required to come to the Trail Campus, throughout this time frame, 1 full day per week (9am – 4 pm) for HCA 107 (theory and lab portion).  The day of the week has not yet been determined but we will let you know closer to the start date of the program. 
5. The clinical practice portion of the program is planned to start on April 30th, 2012.  We will be utilizing practicum placement locations in Grand Forks, Castlegar, Trail, and Nelson. We will seek to determine practicum placements to meet learner needs.  All students will be required to complete a 1 week placement in Kootenay Boundary Regional Hospital in Trail.
6. Holidays will include:  April 6th and 9th (Good Friday and Easter Monday) and May 25th (Victoria Day), and July 2nd (Canada Day).

Once you apply, you will be receiving a package with additional program information, and details on orientation, textbooks, schedules, class room numbers, and so on in early December.
