Section 1 | Overview

The purpose of this report is to provide an analysis of property titles in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region.  (see Maps 1 and 2)  This report was based on data gathered by the British Columbia Assessment Authority (BCAA) as contained in the municipal assessment rolls for 2001 and 2008.  This analysis reviews the property types as classified by BC Assessment, their market values as assessed by BC Assessment and ownership and the changes between the 2001 and 2008 assessment roll years.  
[bookmark: _Toc222162147][bookmark: _Toc227572336]The Location of Property Titles in this Report:   
The Columbia Basin Trust is located in the southeast portion of the province of British Columbia. This area is enclosed, to its east, by the province of Alberta, to its south, by the United States, to its west, by the Okanagan Similkameen Regional District, and by the Thompson-Nicola Regional District to its north. The Kootenay Boundary region is the western part of the Regional District of Kootenay Boundary that is outside of the Columbia Basin Trust area (Grand Forks/Greenwood below).  The Columbia Basin Trust is comprised of all or part of 5 Regional Districts.  These Regional Districts include the Central Kootenay, East Kootenay, and parts of Kootenay Boundary, Columbia Shuswap and Fraser-Fort George.  For detailed analysis included in accompanying reports, each Regional District is comprised of sub regions. The Central Kootenay Regional District is comprised of the Castlegar sub region (Castlegar and Electoral Areas I and J), the Salmo sub region (Salmo and Electoral Area G), the Creston sub region ( Creston and Electoral Areas A, B, C), the Nelson sub region (Nelson and Electoral Areas  E, and F), the Kaslo sub region (Kaslo and Electoral Area D) and the Nakusp/Slocan/Silverton sub region (Nakusp, New Denver, Slocan City, Silverton Electoral Areas H, and K). The Kootenay Boundary Regional District is comprised of the Trail/Rossland sub region (Trail Rossland, Warfield, Fruitvale, Montrose and Electoral Areas A and B) and the Grand Forks/Greenwood sub region (Grand Forks, Greenwood, Midway and Electoral Areas C, D, and E), which for the scope of this report is also Kootenay Boundary region.  The East Kootenay Regional District is comprised of the Cranbrook/Kimberley sub region (Kimberley, Cranbrook and Electoral Areas C and E), Radium/Fairmont sub region (Radium, Invermere, Canal Flats and Electoral Areas F and G), and the Fernie/Sparwood sub region (Fernie, Sparwood, Elkford and Electoral Areas A and B). The Columbia-Shuswap Regional District is comprised of the Golden sub region (Golden and Electoral Area A) and the Revelstoke sub region (Revelstoke and Electoral Area B). The Fraser-Fort George region is made up of Valemount and Electoral Area H.   This is an aggregated report.  There are accompanying reports for each Regional District and the respective sub areas.  A map is provided for the Columbia Basin Trust in this report.  A map of each Regional District and the sub regions which comprise them are included at the beginning of the accompanying reports. A full list of Jurisdiction Codes for each region is provided in the individual Appendix at the end of each separate report, and in the Appendix of this report. (See Tables A1 through A-5.)

The assessment roll used in this report, created by BCAA, includes all property titles located within in the Columbia Basin Trust and Kootenay Boundary region.  (This is land where registered titles exist.) The exclusion of Federal Crown Land and First Nations Reservation Lands is to be taken into consideration. This exclusion does not refer to land for which a registered title may be held by the Crown or a First Nation.

[bookmark: _Toc227572338]The Location of Property Owners:

The first step in analyzing the BCAA data was to identify the location, through a mailing address and postal code, of the registered owner or owner’s agent (referred to hereafter as “owner”). This was accomplished for each property within the BCAA databases. The location of each owner was found by identifying the postal code for each mailing address for which the annual property assessment notice was sent. A constraint on the interpretation of data is that there could potentially be cases where the owner does not live at the mailing address where the assessment notice is sent.  Another issue to be considered is that an owner may not have changed their residence; although the mailing address for the assessment notice may have (an owner may have changed their primary residence). The number of situations for the above occurrences is presumed to be a relatively small portion of the total database. With the limitations above considered the postal code data will be taken as being the physical location of the owner of a property.   
Owners who resided in the different Regional Districts than that of the property location (which together comprised the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary regions) were identified using the postal codes associated with their mailing addresses. Mailing addresses that were located outside of the Regional Districts have been aggregated into several larger regions. These regions include the Lower Mainland/Southwest of BC (ML/SW), Rest of BC (RoBC), Alberta (Alta), Rest of Canada (RoC), Pooled Government Mailing Address (PGMA), and Other (this includes all locations outside of Canada and any undefined mailing addresses). The Pooled Government Mailing Address category is the aggregation of properties that are owned by Parks Canada, Royal Canadian Mounted Police, and various provincial Ministries. These titles include assessments that were mailed to a single provincial or federal government address.
· Note: When referring to the Rest of BC, the regions that comprise the Rest of BC change with each report. For example, within the Regional District Central Kootenay reports, Castlegar would not be considered the Rest of BC as it is within the Regional District. Cranbrook or Penticton for the purpose of the Regional District Central Kootenay report is considered to be a part of the Rest of BC.
[bookmark: _Toc227572339]The Designation of Land Use Codes:

Each property type in the assessment database is assigned an actual use code. These use codes are based on the predominant use of each title (as determined by the assessor). Out of 202 actual use codes, an aggregation of 18 broad land use categories were created for the purpose of this research: Acreage Vacant (Acreage-V), Acreage Dwelling (Acreage-D), Agricultural (Agr), Commercial (Comm), Hotel/Resort (Hot/Res), Manufactured Homes (M-H), Manufacturing (Manu), Multi-Family (M-F), Recreational/Cultural (Rec/Cul), Seasonal (Seas), Single Family Dwelling (SFD), Single Family Dwelling Vacant (SFD-V), Ski and Recreational Club (Ski), Stratified Condominium (S-Condo), Stratified Rental (S-Rent), Transportation, Communication, and Utilities (TCU), N/A (not assigned), and Other (included in Rest).  Vacant acreages (more than 2 acres) and vacant single family are titles with no residential development.
[bookmark: _Toc227572340]Roll Numbers: 

For each property, a unique roll number is assigned through BCAA’s classification of Jurisdiction Code and Roll Number. For each unique roll number, a property attribute (location, use, assessed value, or the mailing address to which its assessment is mailed) is associated with each property. Using the assigned roll number, we were able to track the net changes in properties between the two databases (2001 and 2008) as well as any particular attribute that has changed between the two dates. 
[bookmark: _Toc227572341]Assessed Property Values:

The BCAA database includes the value of land as well as improvements made on each property based on an estimate of market value.  The aggregation of both land and improvements made to it (assessed value) has been considered for the purposes of this report to be the total property value. 

Section 2 | The Columbia Basin Trust and Kootenay Boundary Region 2001, 2008
[bookmark: _Toc214460681][bookmark: _Toc227572342]I. Properties in the Columbia Basin Trust and Kootenay Boundary Region
[bookmark: _Toc214460682][bookmark: _Toc227572343]A.   Properties in the Columbia Basin Trust and Kootenay Boundary Region, by Type

· Of a total of 134,067 property titles in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region (in 2001), the Single Family Dwelling type represented the dominant share with 40,077 titles (30% of the total). This was followed by the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type, with 23,081 titles (17%), and the Acreage Vacant type, with 16,422 titles (12%) [Graph 1 – refer to the Columbia Basin Trust and Kootenay Boundary Appendix at the end of this section].
· Other major categories included the Acreage Dwelling type, with 10,810 titles (8% of the total), the Recreational/Cultural type, with 8,465 titles (6%), and the Manufactured Home type, with 7,683 titles (6%).  This was followed by the Commercial category, which accounted for 5,054 titles (4 %), Agricultural type, with 4,363 titles, and the Seasonal category, with 4,053 titles accounted for 3% each [Graph 1].
· The Stratified Rental (24 titles, 0.02 %) and Ski Resort types (191 titles, 0.14%) accounted for the lowest number of titles.  Other and Hotel/Resort types both comprised 1% each with 1,512 and 968 titles, respectively [Graph 1].

· In 2008, the Single Family Dwelling type accounted for 42,391 titles (30 % of the total) of the 141,509 property titles in the Columbia Basin Trust area. This was followed by the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type, with 21,856 titles (15%) and the Acreage Vacant type, with 17,645 titles (12%) [Graph 2].
· Acreage Dwelling held 8% of the 2008 property type total with 11,851 titles.  Stratified Condo’s (8,602 titles), Recreational/Cultural (8,285 titles) and Manufactured Homes (7,878 titles) property types each accounted for 6% of the total [Graph 2].
· The Stratified Rental type, with 33 titles (0.02%) and Ski Resort type, with 44 titles (0.04%) accounted for the lowest levels of ownership. Seasonal (2,120 titles), Other (1,540 titles) and the Hotel/Resort type (1,110 titles) each accounted for approximately 1% of the 2008 total [Graph 2].

[bookmark: _Toc214460683][bookmark: _Toc227572344]B.   Properties in the Columbia Basin Trust Region, by Location of Owner

· The number of property titles held by Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary residents, in 2001, totalled 85,312 (64% of the total). Regional District Central Kootenay residents owned 29,975 of the above mentioned titles (22% of the CBT total), and East Kootenay Regional District residents owned 26,342 titles (20%). Regional District Kootenay Boundary residents owned 19,631 titles (15%). Residents from the Columbia Shuswap Regional District and Fraser-Fort George area followed with the remainder of major property title ownership at 7,376 (6%) and 1,988 (1%), respectively [Graph 3].
· PGMAs constituted the majority of non-resident owned properties with 24,936 titles (19%). This was followed by residents from Alberta who owned 9,586 titles (8%), Mainland/Southwest residents, with 5,592 titles (4 %) and residents from the Rest of BC, with 4,833 titles (4%).  Residents from Other regions (2,306 titles) and the Rest of Canada (1,502 titles) owned the fewest property titles which accounted for 2% and 1%, respectively [Graph 3].

· In 2008, Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary residents held a majority of the property title ownership with 84,765 titles (60% of the total). Residents of the Regional District Central Kootenay owned 30,020 titles (21% of the CBT total) and residents of the East Kootenay Regional District owned 26,799 titles (19%).  Residents of the Regional District Kootenay Boundary accounted for 18,531 titles (13%) and Columbia Shuswap Regional District residents accounted for 7,500 titles (5%).  Fraser-Fort George residents held the lowest ownership amount, with 1,915 titles (1%)  [Graph 4].
· PGMAs dominated non-resident property ownership, with 24,109 titles (17% of the total) in 2008 while residents from Alberta followed with 15,228 titles (11%).  Residents from the Mainland/Southwest and the Rest of BC held a similar number of property titles, with 6,996 titles (5%) and 5,505 titles (4%), respectively.  The lowest number of property titles were held by residents from Other regions and the Rest of Canada, with 2,918 (2%) and 1,988 (1%) titles, respectively [Graph 4].  
[bookmark: _Toc214460684][bookmark: _Toc227572345]C.   Cross Tabulation of Properties by Type and Location of Owner 2001, 2008

· In 2001, residents of the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region held 36,430 titles of the Single Family Dwelling type, making up the largest total of any individual property type. These titles represented 91 % of the Single Family Dwelling total and 43 % of the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary ownership. The number of Acreage Dwelling titles was also high, with 9,568 titles accounting for 89 % of the Acreage Dwelling total and 11 % of the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary total [Chart 1].
· PGMAs represented a significant share of the title ownership in the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type, with 10,682 titles and the Acreage Vacant property type, with 9,992 titles. These titles accounted for 46 % of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant total (43 % of the PGMA total), and 61 % of the Acreage Vacant total (40 % of the PGMA total) [Chart 1].

· In 2008, residents within the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region owned 36,842 of the titles to Single Family Dwelling properties. This ownership total accounted for 87 % of the Single Family Dwelling type and 43 % of the ownership for Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary residents. The Acreage Dwelling ownership for Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary residents was 10,149 titles representing 86 % of the Acreage Dwelling total and 12 % of the Columbia Basin Trust resident total [Chart 2].
· PGMAs represented a significant ownership total in the Acreage Vacant category, with 10,459 titles and in the Single Family Dwelling Vacant category, with 9,302 titles. This ownership total made up 59 % of the Acreage Vacant total (43 % of the PGMA total) and 43 % of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant total (39 % of the PGMA total) [Chart 2].

[bookmark: _Toc214460685][bookmark: _Toc227572346]D.   2001 vs. 2008 Comparison of Property Changes by Type and Location of Owner

· The greatest overall increase in property titles, by region, occurred by residents from Alberta.  Alberta owned titles increased by 5,642 titles [Chart 3] between 2001 and 2008.
· With regard to the greatest decline in resident title ownership, the Regional District of Kootenay Boundary resident titles declined by 1,100 titles. The largest decline within this total was in the Agricultural type which sustained a reduction of 340 titles. This was followed closely by the Recreational/Cultural type, with a decrease of 301 titles [Chart 3].
· An increase of 5,147 Stratified Condominium titles occurred during the 2001 to 2008 roll years. The vast majority of these, 2,434 titles, were from the Alberta category.  This was followed by the Rest of BC which increased by 846 titles [Chart 3].  This is a reflection of resort type development in various locations throughout the study area.
· A significantly decline in Seasonal titles, representing a 1,933 overall title decline, also occurred. Alberta experienced the largest decline in this property type, with an overall loss of 769 titles. The Rest of BC followed closely with 515 titles lost [Chart 3].  Some of this decline is a result of change of use from seasonal to permanent.
· The number of Single Family Dwelling properties owned by residents of Alberta increased by 1,456 [Chart 3].
· There was a significant decline in  PGMAs  in the Single Family Dwelling Vacant category with a reduction of 1,380 while titles Single Family Vacant titles owned by residents of Alberta increased by 903 titles [Chart 3].
· Also noteworthy was the large overall increase in title ownership from the Mainland/Southwest region, with 1,404 titles gained. This was evenly spread across different property types, including a 430 title increase in the Acreage Vacant type, a 370 title increase in the TCU category, and a 291 title increase in the Stratified Condo type [Chart 3].

[bookmark: _Toc214460686][bookmark: _Toc227572347]E.   2001 vs. 2008 Comparison of Property Changes by Property Types


· For the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region as a whole, there was a change in 16,280 titles. The largest change came from the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type which had a change of 4,379 titles from 2001 to 2008. Of this type, 2,122 titles were coded (changed) into the Recreational/Cultural type in 2008. Another 1,318 titles of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type were changed into the Single Family Dwelling type from 2001 to 2008. 
· The next largest change came from the Recreational/Cultural type with 2,458 titles changed. The majority of these titles were changed into the Acreage Vacant and Single Family Dwelling Vacant types, with 1,124 titles and 1,114 titles, respectively. The Seasonal type also faced a large change as 1,858 of the 2,235 changed titles were coded into the Stratified Condo type [Chart 4]. These changes reflect a reclassification be BC Assessment as well as actual changes in use.
· The largest and only significant change in use codes from 2001 to 2008 in the Central Kootenay Regional District was a total of 497 properties of the Recreational/Cultural type changing to the Acreage Vacant type.   These titles primarily belonged to the PGMA aggregation. There were also 809 Recreational/Cultural titles (Coded as Civic, Institutional and Recreational Vacant) that were changed into the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type. A total of 1,701 titles coded as Single Family Dwelling Vacant in 2001 changed into Recreational/Cultural titles in 2008. These titles were also primarily owned by the PGMA aggregation [Chart 4]. 
· The greatest overall change in the Kootenay Boundary Regional District, by property type, came from the Seasonal type with 826 titles. Of this type, 789 titles were changed into the Stratified Condo type. This change was due to the coding of Stratified Seasonal Dwellings (of the Condominium type) in 2001, being designated as Stratified Lot Residence titles (of the Condominium type) in the 2008 roll year. The Majority of these titles were owned by residents from the Rest of BC. The Single Family Dwelling Vacant type had the next highest overall change of 377 titles.   A total of 181 of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type (Vacant Residential less than 2 Acres) turned into the Single Family Dwelling type (Single Family Dwelling) [Chart 4].
· The East Kootenay Regional District saw a change of 4,667 titles. There were 1,329 Seasonal titles that were changed with 1,049 of these titles changed into the Stratified Condo type. There were 925 title changes of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type.  Out of these titles, 117 were changed into the Single Family Dwelling type.  Other significant changes in property types were of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type into the Recreational/Cultural type (a total of 351 titles changed), and of the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type turning into the Single Family Dwelling type (Single Family Dwelling) titles (a total of 344 changed) [Chart 4].
· From 2001 to 2008, there were 707 titles that changed from one property type into another in the Columbia-Shuswap area.  Within this total there were 116 titles from the Other type with 35 of these titles changed to the Commercial type followed by another 35 titles changed to the Recreational/Cultural type [Chart 4]. 
· The only major change of properties for the Fraser-Fort George area came from 318 titles of the Recreational/Cultural type (Civic- Institutional and Recreational Vacant). Of this total, 302 titles were coded as the Acreage Vacant type (2 Acres or more Vacant) in the 2008 roll year [Chart 4].
[bookmark: _Toc214460687][bookmark: _Toc227572348]II. Property Change by Property Type: 2001 to 2008

· With regard to unchanged roll numbers, the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary area had 91,919 titles whose owners retained the same postal code from 2001 to 2008. The Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary area also had 35,071 titles whose owners acquired a new mailing address (based on postal code changes).  As well, the area witnessed the creation of 14,519 titles (new roll numbers) during the 2001 to 2008 roll years [Chart 5].  These new titles resulted primarily from subdivision approvals.
· The majority of property titles whose postal code did not change belonged to the Single Family Dwelling category with 29,786 titles unchanged (32 % of unchanged properties). This was  followed by the Single Family Dwelling Vacant property type which had a total of 14,729 titles unchanged (16 %), and the Acreage Vacant property type with 13,213 titles unchanged (14 %) [Chart 5].
· Of those property titles whose owners changed their mailing address, Single Family Dwellings made up the largest share, with 10,250 new owners (29 % of the new ownership total). Single Family Dwelling Vacant, Acreage Dwelling and Acreage Vacant titles followed with 4,374 titles (12 %), 3,904 titles (11 %), and 3,353 titles (10 %), respectively [Chart 5].
· Of the newly created titles, the majority were of the Stratified Condo type with 3,524 titles (24 % of newly created titles), followed by the Single Family Dwelling Vacant type with 2,753 new titles (19 %), and the Single Family Dwelling type with 2,355 new titles (16 %)   [Chart 5].
· For this area, there were a total of 7,075 dissolved roll numbers from the 2001 to 2008 databases. Of these, 1,175 titles (17 % of the dissolved total) were of the Manufactured Home type. This was very closely followed by the Single Family Dwelling Vacant and Single Family Dwelling types with 1,153 titles (16 %) and 1,125 titles (16 %), respectively [Chart 5].  Dissolved titles also are a result of either subdivision or title amalgamation.
[bookmark: _Toc214460688][bookmark: _Toc227572349]III. Property Change by Location of Owner

· For the 91,919 unchanged roll numbers, the majority ownership belonged to Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents, holding 58,757 titles (64 % of the unchanged total). Also holding a large ownership amount of unchanged titles was the PGMA aggregation with 22,841 titles (25 % of the unchanged total) [Chart 6].
· Of the 35,071 roll numbers that had a change in mailing address, Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents held 18,734 titles (53 % of the new mailing address total). The next largest regions of ownership were Alberta with 6,452 titles (18 %), the Mainland/Southwest with 3,559 titles (10 %), and the Rest of BC with 2,986 titles (9 %) [Chart 6].
· Titles that were created from 2001 to 2008 were primarily owned by Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents with 7,270 new titles (50 % of new titles). This was followed by residents of Alberta that owned 3,903 new titles (27 %) and the Rest of BC, with 1,098 titles (8 %) [Chart 6].
· Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents held the greatest share of dissolved roll numbers, with 5,086 titles (72 % of the dissolved total) that were dissolved from the 2001 to 2008 roll years. The next largest holder of dissolved titles was the PGMA aggregation, with 640 titles (9 %) [Chart 6].

[bookmark: _Toc214460690][bookmark: _Toc227572351]A.   Assessed Property Values in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region, by Type

· The total value of properties in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region was assessed at $16.7624 billion in 2001. The Single Family Dwelling (all) type had a dominant share amount of $5.0251 billion (30 % of the total amount), which was followed by Multi-Family/Manufactured Homes, with $776.9 million (5 %) and the Seasonal type, with $573.8 million (3 %). Stratified Residential types held the lowest amount, with $336.2 million (2 %) [Graph 5]. The highest value was held by the Commercial/Industrial/ Agricultural property type, with $5.0701 billion (30 % of the total property value).  The Acreage type was next, with $3.001 billion (18 %) followed by the Ski/Hotel/Resort type, with $1.9795 billion (12 %)  [Graph 5]. 

· Of the $36.2444 billion in assessed property value in 2008, $13.3398 billion (37 % of the total) was of the Single Family Dwelling (all) type.  This was followed by Stratified Residential types, with $2.2276 billion (6 %), and Multi-Family/Manufactured Homes, with $1.8277 billion (5 %).  The lowest share amount was held by Seasonal types, with $917.6 million (3 %) [Graph 6]. The second highest value of property types in 2008 came from the Acreage aggregation, with $7.8242 billion (22 % of the total property value). Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural properties made up the next highest value, with $6.7231 billion (19 %). The Ski/Hotel/Resort type followed this, with $3.3304 billion (9 %) [Graph 6].

· Of the $16.7624 billion in assessed property value in 2001, Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents held a dominant share, with $10.2479 billion (61 % of the total property value). This was broken down to Regional District Central Kootenay residents, holding $3.5959 billion (21 % of the total property value), followed by East Kootenay Regional District residents, holding $3.4159 billion (20 %) and Regional District Kootenay Boundary residents, owning $2.2528 billion (13 %). The lowest ownership amounts held were from Columbia-Shuswap Regional District and Fraser Fort George residents, at $841.4 million (5 %) and $141.9 million (1 %) respectively [Graph 7].
· Non-resident ownership was primarily held by Mainland/Southwest residents at $2.6604 billion (16 % of the total property value). Immediately following were residents of Alberta, holding $1.5062 billion (9 %) and PGMAs, with a total of $1.3681 billion [Graph 7].

· In 2008, the ownership by Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents came to $21.3088 billion (60 % of the total property value).  Within this total, East Kootenay Regional District residents held a majority share, with $7.8964 billion (22 % of the total property value) followed closely by Regional District Central Kootenay residents, with $7.1384 billion (20 %). Residents of the Regional District Kootenay Boundary held the next largest share, with $3.8144 billion (11 %). Columbia-Shuswap Regional District residents owned $2.1781 billion (6 %) and Fraser-Fort George residents followed, with $281.5 million (1 %) [Graph 8].
· The highest in Non-resident ownership was maintained by Alberta residents, at a value of $4.9385 billion (14 %). Mainland/Southwest had the next highest value at $3.9119 billion (11 %) with PGMA’s following, at $3.2395 billion (9 %) [Graph 8].

· In 2001, the percentage of ownership held by Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region residents came to 61 % of the total assessed value for the area, leaving non-resident ownership at 39 % [Graph 9].
· The largest percentages of resident ownership came from the Single Family Dwelling (all) (86 % of the total value) and Multi-Family/Manufactured Home categories (82 %). This was followed by the Ski/Hotel/Resort, Acreage and Stratified Residential categories, at 65 %, 59 %, and 54 % of their respective totals [Graph 9].
· The largest share of non-resident ownership was from the Seasonal (83 % of the Seasonal total), and Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural property types (61 %) [Graph 9].

· Of the 2008 total property value, 59 % was owned by residents within the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region. This thereby left non-residents with a 41 % share [Graph 10].
· Resident ownership accounted for the greatest share in the Single Family Dwelling (all) and Multi-Family/ Manufactured Home categories, at 78 % and 77 % of their respective totals. Residents also had a majority ownership to the Ski/Hotel/Resort (58 %) and Acreage (55 %) aggregations [Graph 10].
· Non-resident owners had a large share in the Stratified Residential and Seasonal property types, each with 78 % of the total value. Non-residents also had a large share of the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural property type with 62 % of the total value [Graph 10].

· Within the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region, the average value of properties for the 2001 roll year amounted to $125.0 thousand [Chart 7].
· The highest average value of property types came from the Commercial/Industrial/ Agricultural aggregation with $315.9 thousand. Within this average, the Mainland/Southwest region held a disproportionately high average value with $1.2122 billion (46 % of the property total, 89% of the region total). The Rest of Canada and Alberta also held high averages for this property type, at $452.4 thousand (2 %, and 50 %) and $343.4 thousand (8 % and 28 %) respectively [Chart 7].
· The Ski/Hotel/Resort type is noted for having a high average value at $205.7 thousand. East Kootenay Regional District and Alberta residents held the greatest average values for this type, with $563.3 thousand (25 % of the property total, 14 % of the region total) and $382.7 thousand (4 %, and 5 %) [Chart 7]. 
· The lowest average value, based on property types, came from the Multi-Family/Manufactured Home and Single Family Dwelling (all) types, at $74.2 thousand and $79.6 thousand. Fraser-Fort George residents held the lowest average for Multi-Family/Manufactured Homes, with $37.8 thousand (1 % of the property total, 7 % of the region total) while PGMAs titles had the lowest for Single Family Dwellings (all), with $4.8 thousand (1 %, and 4 %) [Chart 7].
· The highest average value, by region of ownership, was clearly held by Mainland/Southwest residents, with $475.8 thousand. This was due to the aforementioned high value of Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural titles. 
· High average values, of $158.5 thousand and $157.1 thousand, were held by residents of the Rest of Canada and Alberta, respectively. Residents from the Rest of Canada held a high average value in the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural category, and Alberta residents held high average values in the Ski/Hotel/Resort and Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural aggregations as mentioned earlier [Chart 7].
· Of the lowest average values, of property titles, PGMAs titles had an average of only $54.9 thousand, followed by Fraser-Fort George residents, with $71.4 thousand. As mentioned before, the PGMA low average was due to a value in the Single Family Dwelling (all) category at $4.8 thousand. Fraser-Fort George residents also shared a low value in the Single Family Dwelling (all) category, with $58.2 thousand (less than 1 % of the property type total, 16 % of the regional total). Of notice was the low average of Multi-Family/Manufactured Home, and Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural titles held by Fraser-Fort George residents, valued at $37.8 thousand and $57.5 thousand (1 %, 23 %), respectively [Chart 7].

· For the 2008 roll year, the average assessed value of properties in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region amounted to $256.1 thousand [Chart 8].
· The highest of the average value, based on property type, was from the Seasonal category, at $458.3 thousand. The highest average value, by region, came from Alberta, at $547.5 thousand (51 % of the property total, 10 % of the region total) for the Seasonal type. This was closely followed by residents from the Rest of Canada, with $516.2 thousand (2 %, 3 %) [Chart 8].
· Another high average value came from the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural category, at $412.5 thousand. Mainland/Southwest residents held property titles that were, on average, assessed at $1.2411 million (45 % of the property total, 77 % of the region total). Residents from the Rest of Canada held, on average, $728.1 thousand (4 %, 36 %) in assessed value [Chart 8].
· The lowest average value of properties, based on type, came from the Multi-Family/Manufactured Home category at $162.4 thousand. Residents from the Fraser-Fort George region held, on average, $64.0 thousand (1 % property total, and 5 % regional total) for this property type. Residents from the Columbia-Shuswap Regional District also held a low average value, for this type, at $132.1 thousand (10 %, 8 %) [Chart 8].
· The region with the greatest average value of properties was the Mainland/Southwest, averaging $559.2 thousand. This was largely due to the high value in the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural category mentioned earlier [Chart 8].
·  Residents from the Rest of Canada had a high average value of $349.4 thousand due to the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural and Seasonal titles, previously mentioned, owned by this category [Chart 8].
· The PGMA title aggregation maintained the lowest average value of properties with $134.4 thousand. This was from a low value in the Single Family Dwelling (all) category, with $13.4 thousand on average (1 % property total, 4 % regional total) [Chart 8].

· In 2001, the average value of residential property titles for the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region came to $117.6 thousand (no PGMA’s) [Chart 9].
· The highest average value, by type, was from the Multi-Family type with $165.0 thousand. This was primarily due to values of $353.8 thousand from the Mainland/Southwest, $233.9 thousand from the Rest of BC, $227.9 from the Rest of Canada and $216.9 thousand from the Alberta region [Chart 9].
· The lowest average came from the Manufactured Home category with $41.4 thousand. PGMA titles had an average of only $28.9 thousand, for this type, followed by residents from the Columbia-Shuswap Regional District with $31.5 thousand on average [Chart 9].
· The region with the highest average value was Alberta with $157.3 thousand. This region had a high value in Multi-Family Homes, as mentioned earlier, along with a high value in Acreage Dwelling properties, at $208.3 thousand [Chart 9].
· The lowest average value of property titles, by region of ownership, came from the Fraser-Fort George region, at $75.8 thousand. It is interesting to note that this region had a particularly low value in Manufactured Homes at $37.4 thousand [Chart 9].

· For the 2008 roll year, the average value of residential property titles in the Columbia Basin Trust and Boundary Region amounted to $283.7 thousand (no PGMA’s) [Chart 10].
· The residential titles with the highest average value came from the Seasonal category, at $459.6 thousand (not including PGMA’s). For this type, Alberta had the highest average, with $547.5 thousand, followed by the Rest of Canada, with $516.2 thousand and Other regions, with $501.9 thousand [Chart 10]. 
· The lowest average residential value came from the Manufactured Home category, with $83.9 thousand. Fraser-Fort George residents held the lowest average for this type, at a value of $63.6 thousand [Chart 10].
· Based on the region of ownership, residents from Alberta maintained the highest average with $397.1 thousand. The highest average value, by type, came from the Multi-Family category with $587.4 thousand. This was closely followed by the Seasonal type which had an average value of $547.5 thousand. Other regions, outside of Canada, had a high average value at $396.8 thousand. This was primarily due to large values in the Acreage Dwelling and Seasonal types, with $506.7 thousand and $501.9 thousand, respectively [Chart 10].
· The Fraser-Fort George region maintained the lowest average value, of residential titles, at $160.2 thousand. Manufactured Home property titles, as mentioned earlier, had a low average value of $63.6 thousand. This was followed by Multi-Family properties valued at $94.0 thousand on average.
