The objective of this report is to provide a general analysis of property titles in the Regional District of Fraser-Fort George (RDFFG) sub-region that comprises this study area.  This report was based on data gathered by the British Columbia Assessment Authority (BCAA) as contained in the municipal assessment rolls for 2001 and 2008.  This analysis reviews the property types as classified by BC Assessment, their market values as assessed by BC Assessment and ownership and the changes between the 2001 and 2008 assessment roll years.

The Fraser-Fort George Study Area is located in the southeast portion of the province of British Columbia. This area is enclosed by the province of Alberta to its east, the East Kootenay Regional District to its south, the Cariboo Area C to its west, and Fraser-Fort George Area F to its north. The Fraser-Fort George Study Area is made up of the Village of Valemount and Regional District of Fraser-Fort George Electoral Area H. A map is provided for the Fraser-Fort George Study Area is located on the following page.  A full list of Jurisdiction Codes for each region is provided in the individual Appendix at the end of this report.

The BCAA assessment roll used in this report includes all property located in the Regional District of Fraser-Fort George where registered titles are exist.  The exclusion of federal Crown Land and First Nations Reservation Lands is to be noted.  However, this exclusion does not refer to land for which a registered title may be held by the Crown or First Nations.

The first step in analyzing the BCAA data (for properties located within the boundaries of the RDFFG and its sub-region) is to identify the location, through a mailing address, of the registered owner or owner’s agent (from now on to be referred to as “owner”). This was accomplished for each property within the BCAA database. The location of each owner was found by identifying the postal code for each mailing address for which the annual property assessment notice was sent. A constraint is placed on the strict interpretation of data as there could be cases where the owner does not live at the mailing address where the assessment notice is sent. Another issue taken into consideration is that an owner may not have changed their residence although the mailing address for the assessment notice may have changed (an owner may have changed their primary residence address).

Owners who resided in the different regions (which together comprised the Fraser-Fort George Study Area) were identified using the postal codes associated with their mailing addresses. Mailing addresses that were located outside of the Fraser-Fort George Area have been aggregated into a several large regions. These regions include the Lower Mainland/Southwest of BC (ML/SW), Rest of BC (RoBC), Alberta (Alta), Rest of Canada (RoC), Pooled Government Mailing Address (PGMA), and Other (this includes all locations outside of Canada and any undefined mailing addresses). The Pooled Government Mailing Address category is the aggregation of properties that are owned by Parks Canada, Royal Canadian Mounted Police, and various provincial Ministries. These titles include assessments that were mailed to a single provincial or federal government address.
· A note on how to read the reports accurately. When referring to the Rest of BC, the regions which comprise the Rest of BC change with each report. For example, within the Regional District of Fraser-Fort George, Prince George would not be considered the Rest of BC as it is within the Regional District. Cranbrook for the purpose of the Regional District Fraser-Fort George Study Area report is considered to be a part of the Rest of BC.

Each property type in the assessment databases used was assigned an actual use code. These use codes were based on the predominant use of each title (as determined by the assessor). Out of 202 actual use codes, an aggregation of 18 broad land use categories were created for the purpose of this research: Acreage Vacant (Acreage-V), Acreage Dwelling (Acreage-D), Agricultural (Agr), Commercial (Comm), Hotel/Resort (Hot/Res), Manufactured Homes (M-H), Manufacturing (Manu), Multi-Family (M-F), Recreational/Cultural (Rec/Cul), Seasonal (Seas), Single Family Dwelling (SFD), Single Family Dwelling Vacant (SFD-V), Ski and Recreational Club (Ski), Stratified Condominium (S-Condo), Stratified Rental (S-Rent), Transportation, Communication, and Utilities (TCU), N/A (not assigned), and Other (included in Rest).

[bookmark: _Toc218505586][bookmark: _Toc222163504]For each property, a unique roll number was assigned through BCAAs classification of Jurisdiction Code and Roll Number. For each unique roll number, a property attribute (location, use, assessed value, or the mailing address to which its assessment is mailed) is associated with each property. We were able to track the net changes in properties between the two databases (2001 and 2008) as well as any particular attribute that has changed between the two dates, through the unique qualities of each roll number.


[bookmark: _Toc228846404]Property Values:

The BCAA database includes the value of land as well as improvements made on each property based on an estimate of market value.  The aggregation of both land and improvements made to it (assessed value) has been considered for the purposes of this report to be the total property value.

[bookmark: _Toc228846407]A.   Cross Section of Properties in the Fraser-Fort George Study Area, by Type

· In 2001, the largest numbers of property titles in the Fraser-Fort George study area was in the Acreage Dwelling category (536 titles, 18% of the total), followed by the Agricultural (428 titles, 15%), Acreage Vacant (393 titles, 13%), Recreational/ Cultural (388 titles, 13%), and Single Family Dwelling (343 titles, 12%) categories. The smallest share of properties were in the Ski Resort (4 titles, 0.14%), Seasonal (9 titles, 0.31%) and Multi-Family Home (13 titles, 0.45%) categories [Graph 1].
· Manufacturing and Commercial properties represented 162 (5.6%) of all titles [Graph 1].

· In 2008, the largest numbers of property titles in the Fraser-Fort George area came from the Acreage Vacant category (760 titles, 25% of the total), followed by the Acreage Dwelling (556 titles, 18%) Agricultural (415, 14%), Single Family Dwelling (340 titles, 11%), and Manufactured Home (261 titles, 9%) categories.  The smallest share of properties were in the Ski Resort (4 titles, 0.13 %), Seasonal (10 titles, 0.33 %), and Multi-Family Home (14 titles, 0.46 %) categories [Graph 2].
· Manufacturing and Commercial properties represented 175 (5.7%) of all titles [Graph 2].

· Property titles in 2001 for the Fraser-Fort George study area were owned primarily by local residents (1,988 titles, 68% of total ownership). Pooled Government Mailing Addresses (PGMA) accounted for the second highest ownership within the region (309 titles, 11%) with the majority of those PGMA properties being of the Recreational/Cultural type (295 titles, 10%). Alberta had the next highest non-resident ownership (215 titles, 7%) with the Mainland/Southwest accounting for the third highest non-resident ownership (135 titles, 5%) [Graph 3]. 

· Property titles in 2008 for the Fraser-Fort George study area were still owned primarily by local residents (1,915 titles, 63% of total ownership).  Alberta doubled its ownership share between 2001 and 2008 and was the highest non-resident ownership category (440 titles, 14%).  The Mainland/Southwest accounted for the second highest non-resident ownership (368 titles, 12%). PGMAs, which in 2001 accounted for the second highest (309 titles, 11%) ownership in the region, had dropped to the lowest (47 titles, 2%). This was accounted for by a drop in Recreational/Cultural titles (291 title decrease, 94% of the PGMA titles) [Graph 4].

· In 2001, the majority (295) of Recreational/Cultural properties were registered to PGMA addresses, which accounted for 95% of all PGMA titles [Chart 1].
· Residents of Alberta owned 59 Acreage Vacant and 38 Acreage titles, which represented 45% of all Alberta ownership.  Alberta also held the majority of the Seasonal property type (6 titles, 67%) [Chart 1].

· In 2008, residents of the Mainland/Southwest (368 titles, 12%) and Alberta (440 titles, 14%) accounted for 26% of the overall title ownership [Chart 2].
· Residents of the Mainland/Southwest (275 titles, 36% of total) and Alberta (134 titles, 18%), accounted for 54% of the total Acreage Vacant title ownership [Chart 2].
· The Rest of BC (5 titles, 36%) and Alberta (4 titles, 29%) accounted for 65% of the ownership of Multi-Family Homes [Chart 2].

· The largest increase, based on property types, from 2001 to 2008 came from the Acreage Vacant category, with 367 titles. This was followed by the TCU (39 titles) and Single Family Dwelling Vacant (23 titles) categories.  
· The largest decrease, based on property types, came from the Recreational/Cultural (-310 titles, -215 % of net change) category. This was followed by the Agricultural (-13 titles, -9 %) and Other (-12 titles, -8% of net change) category [Chart 3].
· The largest increase in property title Ownership from 2001 to 2008 was from residents of the Mainland/Southwest region (233 titles, 162% of the net change). This was closely followed by residents from the Alberta region (225 titles, 156% of net change) [Chart 3]. 
· The largest decrease, by region of ownership, came from the PGMA (-262 titles, -182% of net change) aggregation. This was next followed by the Fraser-Fort George region (-73 titles, -51% of net change) [Chart 3].
· In 2001, the Fraser-Fort George region had 59% (232 titles) ownership in Acreage Vacant properties.  In 2008, the Fraser-Fort George region had 32% (243 titles) ownership in Acreage Vacant properties.
· In 2001, residents from the Mainland/Southwest had 8% (31 titles) in Acreage Vacant properties. In 2008, residents from the Mainland/Southwest had 36% (275 titles) in Acreage properties [Chart 3]. 
· In 2001, PGMAs held 295 titles (76%) of Recreational/Cultural properties. In 2008, PGMAs held only 4 titles (5%) of Recreational/Cultural properties [Chart 3].
· In 2001, residents from the Fraser-Fort George region had 68% (1,988 titles) of the total ownership of property titles. In 2008, residents from the Fraser-Fort George region had 63% (1,915 titles) of the total ownership. In 2001, residents from the Mainland/Southwest maintained 5% of total ownership (135 titles). In 2008, residents from the Mainland/Southwest had 12% (368 titles) of the total ownership amount. In 2001, residents from Alberta had 7% (215 titles) of total ownership. In 2008, residents from Alberta had 14% (440 titles) of total ownership amount. In 2001, the PGMA aggregation had 11% (309 titles) of total ownership in the region. In 2008, the PGMA aggregation held 2% (47 titles) of total ownership [Chart 3].

· The only major change of property types  for the Fraser-Fort George area came from 318 titles of the Recreational/Cultural type (Civic- Institutional and Recreational Vacant), with 302 titles of this total reclassified as Acreage Vacant type (2 Acres or more Vacant) in the 2008 roll year [Chart 4].

· Of the 3,057 properties located in the Fraser-Fort George Area in 2008, 56% (1,706 titles) had owners who did not change their primary mailing address since 2001, 35 % (1,059 titles) of properties had new owners (based on new mailing addresses), and 10 % (292 titles newly created roll numbers) had roll numbers that did not exist in 2001 [Chart 5].
· For the properties on which ownership had not changed, 22% (381 titles) were of the Acreage Dwelling type, 19% (321 titles) were of the Agricultural type, 15% (263 titles) were from the Single Family Dwelling type and 11% (184 titles) were of the Manufactured Homes type [Chart 5].
· In regards to the 1,059 properties where ownership had changed from 2001 to 2008, the majority of titles were of the Acreage Vacant type (43%, 455 titles) [Chart 5].
· By 2008, there were 68 Acreage Vacant (23% of total) and 63 TCU properties (22% of total) that did not exist in the 2001 roll year [Chart 5].
· From 2001 to 2008, 148 roll numbers were dissolved, due potentially to the subdivision of property, land assembly, or properties no longer being registered. Of these roll numbers, 27% (40 titles) were of the Manufactured Home type, 15% (22 titles) were of the TCU type, and 15% (22 titles) were of the Manufacturing type [Chart 5].
· While Acreage properties in general accounted for 43% (1,316) of total properties in 2008, it is of interest to note that only 8% (106 titles) did not show up in the 2001 database.  It is also of interest to note that while the Recreational/Cultural type accounted for the largest decrease in type of properties, only 4% (6 titles) had dissolved roll numbers as those properties changed classification, and ownership [Chart 5].

· There were 292 new roll numbers in the 2008 database that did not exist in the 2001 database. 54 % (157 titles) of these were owned by residents in the Fraser-Fort George region and, 32 % (94) were owned by residents of the Alberta region [Chart 6].
· Residents living within the Fraser-Fort George area held a large share of the dissolved roll numbers, at 74% (109 titles). This was followed by residents from the Rest of Canada holding 15% (22 titles) of all dissolved roll numbers [Chart 6].
· Of the 1,706 properties in Fraser-Fort George area where ownership remained the same, 88% (1,506 titles) were owned by residents within the Regional District [Chart 6].
· The majority of new owners in the Fraser-Fort George area came from the Mainland/Southwest region and accounted for 31% (328 titles) of all new mailing addresses. This is followed by Fraser-Fort George residents accounting for 24% (252 titles) and Alberta residents accounting for 23% (246 titles) [Chart 6].

[bookmark: _Toc214460898][bookmark: _Toc222163514][bookmark: _Toc228846415]A.   Cross Section of Property Values in the Fraser-Fort George Study Area, by Type

· The total assessed property value in the Fraser-Fort George area, in 2001, was $314.7 million. Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural properties totalled $166.7 million, amounting to the greatest aggregate property type, assessed at 53% of the total value. The Single Family Dwelling (all) category comprised $26.2million (8%) of the total amount. The Seasonal type made up another $0.4 million (0.001%) and the Multi-Family/Manufactured Home type made up $11.2 million (4%) of the amount. The total assessed value of Acreage properties accounted for $63.7 million (20%), while the Ski/Hotel/Resort properties were assessed, at $46.5 million (15%) [Graph 5].

· The total assessed value of properties in the Fraser-Fort George area for 2008 amounted to $564.9 million. The Acreage property type totalled $210.7 million (37%), amounting to the greatest aggregate assessed property value in 2008. This was closely followed by the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural type, which amounted to $209.1 million (37%). The Single Family Dwelling (all) type made up $58.3 million (10%) of the total assessed amount. The Seasonal type had a value of $1.1 million (0.002%) followed by the Multi-Family/Manufactured Home type, with $19.0 million (3%). The total value of the Ski/Hotel/Resort property type was assessed at $66.8 million, which was 12% of the total assessed amount [Graph 6].

· Of the $314.7 million in the Fraser-Fort George area for 2001, $141.9 million (45% of the total) was held by residents of the Fraser-Fort George area. Residents from the Rest of Canada account for $74.3 million or 24% of total assessed value. Residents from the Mainland/Southwest region made up $51.5 million or 16% of the total assessed value. Residents from Alberta held $22.7 million or 7% of the total. The PGMA aggregation made up another $16.2 million or 5% of the total. Other residents, outside of Canada, and residents from the Rest of BC comprised a relatively small amount at about 1% and 2%, respectively [Graph 7].

· Of the total assessed value of $564.9 million in the Fraser-Fort George area, $281.5 million (50%) was held by residents of Fraser-Fort George region.  Residents from the Mainland/ Southwest comprised $107.7 million (19%) with residents from the Rest of Canada region following, at $85.4 million (15 % of the total). Residents from the Alberta region had $56.4 million or 10% of the total assessed property value in the region.  The Rest of BC made up $17.6 million (3 %) of the total, with residents from Other regions comprising $9.6 million (2%) and the PGMA aggregation making up the remaining $6.8 million (1%) [Graph 8].

· In 2001, Fraser-Fort George residents held 45 % ($141.9 million) of the assessed property value, meaning 55 % ($172.8 million) of the assessed value was held by non-resident owners.  Within the property type categories, 81% of the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural total and 75% of Seasonal total were held primarily by non-residents. The smallest share of non-resident ownership came from the Single Family Dwelling (13%), Acreage (19%), Multi-Family/Manufactured Home (17%) and the Ski/Hotel/Resort (44%) categories [Graph 9].

· In 2008, residents and non-residents to the area held a relatively equal share in assessed property value ($281.5 million resident ownership vs. $283.4 million non-resident ownership). Within the property type categories, non-resident ownership held 75% of Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural and 55% of the Seasonal titles. Residents held a majority stake in the Single Family Dwelling (all) (77%), Acreage (58%), Manufactured-Home/Multi-Family (79%) and Ski/Hotel/Resort (72%) categories [Graph 10].

[bookmark: _Toc222163516]C.   Cross-tabulation of Property Values by Type and Location of Owner 

· The average assessed value of properties for the Fraser Fort-George area in 2001 came to $108.0 thousand [Chart 7].
· Properties in the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural and Ski/Hotel/Resort categories had an assessed average value higher than any other category, at $214.8 thousand and $110.5 thousand, respectively [Chart 7].
· Owners from the Rest of Canada had property titles on average with an assessed value of $688.0 thousand along with 24% of the total ownership value. Residents from the Mainland/Southwest region made up the second highest average, with $381.5 thousand and 16% of total ownership value.  Residents from Alberta made up the third highest average value, with $105.6 thousand and 10% of total ownership value [Chart 7].
· Owners living in the Mainland/Southwest had an average for Commercial/Industrial/ Agricultural properties valued at $1,242.1 thousand and 92% of their total assessed amount.
· Residents living in Alberta owned Ski/Hotel/Resort properties valued at an average of $725.0 thousand, making up 13% of that regions total assessed amount [Chart 7].
· In 2008, the average value of properties for the Fraser Fort-George area was $184.8 thousand. Properties in the Ski/Hotel/Resort ($517.8 thousand) and the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural ($260.4 thousand) categories had a higher average value than any other category [Chart 8].
· Owners from the Rest of Canada had property titles, on average, with a value of $769.4 thousand and 15% of the total ownership value. The Mainland/Southwest had the second highest average with $292.7 thousand and 19% of total ownership. Residents from the Rest of BC made up the third highest average of $167.6 thousand with 3% of the total ownership.
· Owners living in the Alberta had an average for Ski/Hotel/Resort properties valued at $1,374.1 thousand, making up 17% of the Alberta regions total assessed amount [Chart 8].
· Owners living in the Mainland/Southwest had an average for the Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural property type valued at $1,605.4 thousand. This accounted for 55% of the Mainland/Southwest’s total invested amount in the Fraser-Fort George area [Chart 8].
· Residents from the Rest of Canada region had Commercial/Industrial/Agricultural properties valued at $1,019.5 thousand on average, making up 98% of their total invested amount.
· Residents from Other regions held Acreage properties valued at $161.2 thousand on average, making up 82% of their total assessed amount [Chart 8].

· The average value of residential homes in 2001 for the Fraser-Fort George area was $75.0 thousand (excluding PGMA titles) [Chart 9].
· Multi-Family Homes had the highest average value at $112.3 thousand. This was due to a large average amount held by residents from the Rest of BC ($175.2 thousand) [Chart 9].
· The PGMA aggregation accounted for the highest average ($88.7thousand) of all residential property values. This was due to a large average value from the Single Family Dwelling category [Chart 9].

· in 2008, the total average value of residential properties was $161.2 thousand (excluding PGMA titles) for the Fraser-Fort George area [Chart 10].
· Based on property types, Multi-Family Homes had the highest average value, at $181.1 thousand. This was due to large average values from the Mainland/Southwest ($250.5 thousand) and the Rest of BC ($239.3 thousand) regions [Chart 10].
·  The highest average value of residential homes came from the PGMA aggregation, at $210.7 thousand. This was due to a large average value of Single Family Dwellings type [Chart 10].
