4. lunderstand that my personal belongings will not be covered by my host family’s insurance
and that | should obtain my own personal insurance.

5. lunderstand that if | decide to leave after the first semester | must give my host family and
the International Students Services Coordinator written notice 30 days before leaving.

6. |understand if | decide to stay another semester then | must pay $1,000, the monthly
homestay fee directly to my host family on the first day of every month.

7. lagree to pay for any damages or outstanding expenses, such as telephone bills, before |
leave my host family.

8. |give permission to Selkirk College to give the first page of this application to the host
family as part of my personal profile.
